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The CPUC will promote a strong California economy that provides jobs and general prosperity.    

The CPUC will:
1. Require and/or encourage regulated entities to purchase goods and services competitively from the widest possible range of potential suppliers.
2. Encourage the availability of a wide range of services and technologies to consumers.

3. Ensure that CPUC decisions consider disadvantaged communities.

4. Analyze and seek to minimize the costs and adverse economic impacts of regulatory actions.    

5. Aim to establish utility rates that are affordable and as low as possible, consistent with other regulatory obligations. (review Rates and Affordability Strategic Directive to ensure inclusion of concepts)
