The chart 
indicates the percentage of wireless facilities that are equipped with 72 hours of backup power as reported 
by wireless service providers in their annual Communications Resiliency Plans filed pursuant to Decision 
D.20-07-011.  The chart indicates that the increase in percentage of wireless facilities with 72 hours of 
backup power corresponds to the decrease in the number of facilities being reported YOY by wireless 
service providers.    
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
