Upon payment, the fine will be deposited in the State Treasury to the credit
of the General Fund and the Commission staff will deem the matter closed, or

(2) Contact the Supervisor below to make payment arrangements, or

(3) Contest this Citation by filing an Appeal. See attached document: “How to File an
Appeal and Instructions for Filing a Notice of Appeal and Certificate of Service for
a Citation Appeal.”

If you fail to respond by October 7, 2024, you will be in default and will have forfeited your
right to appeal the Citation. In addition, your operating authority will be immediately
suspended and may be subsequently revoked pursuant to Resolution ALJ-187. The
Commission may also act through a civil or criminal proceeding to recover any unpaid fine and
ensure compliance with applicable statutes and Commission orders.

Limousine, Inc. (Exotic Limousine) because of a consumer complaint alleging that Exotic

Limousine failed to provide services as advertised and may be using unlicensed sub carriers.
VIOLATIONS

The investigation of Exotic Limousine for the period of October 1, 2023 to July 10, 2024
disclosed the violation of the following provisions of the Public Utilities Code (Pub. Util. Code)

and the California Public Utilities Commission (Commission) General Order (G.O.).

e Failed to provide documentation in violation of Pub. Util. Code Sections 5389 and

5413, and G.O. 157-E, Part 6.02 [1 count].

On June 20, 2024, I contacted Exotic Limousine at (323) 300-6301 and spoke with Mr.
_, an associate at Exotic Limousine. During our phone conversation, I told him
that I would be sending a data request. On June 21, 2024, I emailed Exotic Limousine a data

request to _ , requesting a response by July 3, 2024 [Attachment 1].

The carrier, however, did not provide its responses by the deadline. On July 3, 2024, I sent

Exotic Limousine a second data request to _, requesting a response by

July 10, 2024 [Attachment 2]. Exotic Limousine never responded to the first nor the second

data requests.
