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2023 CALIFORNIA ADVANCED SERVICES FUND ANNUAL REPORT

Executive Summary

The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) submits this annual report on the California Advanced
Services Fund (CASF) 2023 program activities to the Legislature, pursuant to California Public Utilities
(Pub. Util.) Code section 914.7.

Since 2008, the CASF has helped close the Digital Divide in California by providing subsidies to build and
expand broadband facilities to unserved areas of the state. The program has funded fiber-optic, fixed
wireless, hybrid fiber-coaxial, and copper facility-based projects with a goal for the CASF Infrastructure
Account of making broadband available to 98 percent of households in each consortia region by 2032."

This report presents financial and programmatic highlights, including revenues, expenditures, approved
projects, plans for 2024 and expected benefits. It also provides updates on unserved/served areas and
broadband adoption in the state. In 2023, the CPUC approved an Infrastructure grant in the amount of
$688,431 to provide broadband access to 28 priority eligible households; two Line Extension projects
totaling $1,773,323 which will provide access to broadband infrastructure to 194 unserved households;
seven Tribal Technical Assistance grants totaling $1.019 million for feasibility studies, market studies, and
business plans in 2023; 15 Rural and Urban Regional Broadband Consortia grants in the amount
$10,333,173; 125 adoption grants totaling $23.26 million, which will provide: digital literacy training to
24,758 residents and broadband access to 85,045 residents; and 37 Public Housing grants totaling $1.98
million and serving 1,814 living units in publicly supported housing developments and one farmworker
community.

In 2020, the CPUC opened Rulemaking (R.) 20-08-021 to implement programmatic modifications, adopt
rules to amplify broadband infrastructure deployment, and leverage funding sources to meet program goals.
Since then, multiple decisions have been adopted, enabling the expansion of eligibility criteria and the
modification and clarification of requirements and guidelines for CASF programs.” On March 7, 2024, the
CPUC issued Decision (D.)24-03-041 modifying the CASF Broadband Public Housing Account rules and
guidelines expanding eligibility for non-publicly supported housing developments and for project costs; this
decision also modified the Tribal Technical Assistance program to align with the Local Agency Technical
Assistance program rules and guidelines.

In a continued effort to ensure that program requirements established by Pub. Util. Code section 281 are
met, on September 26, 2023, the CASF implemented the Electronic Claims and Applications Portal (eCAP),
a web portal for CASF grantees to submit payment requests to the CPUC. With the addition of eCAP, the
CASF can streamline communication and facilitate efficient data exchange. The benefits of the web portal
for both grantees and staff will ultimately ensure a more effective program.

CASF Program Goal and Broadband Deployment
Progress

The statutory goal of the CASF Infrastructure Grant Account is to provide broadband access to 98

percent of households in each consortia region by December 31, 2032. See Map 1 for the locations

of the consortia regions.

¢ Infrastructure Grant Account Goal: Statewide, 96.57 percent of households are served by at least 25
megabits per second (Mbps) downstream and 3 Mbps upstream fixed consumer broadband.

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CASF Team Key Accomplishments in 2023

Broadband Infrastructure Account:

On June 1, 2023, staff received a record-breaking 74 applications requesting a total of $527,954,737 in
funding. This represents a 37% increase in the number of applications submitted compared to the last
application cycle in 2020.Staff provided Ministerial Letter Approval for one project for $688,431 to
serve 28 unserved households.

Staff approved final reimbursements for six completed projects totaling $16,280,597, serving 12,174
households across San Benito, Kern, Humboldt, Imperial, Los Angeles, and Colusa counties.

Line Extension Program:

Completed a Line Extension project to an individual household in Grass Valley in 2023.

Awarded a grant in the amount of $1,770,748 to South Valley Internet to extend broadband access to
194 households, benefiting 130 school-aged children, in a low-income, farmworker community located
in San Benito County.

Broadband Adoption Account:

Awarded grants to 125 projects in the amount of $23,262,426 from 43 applicants in 43 counties serving
109,803 participants.

27 Broadband Adoption Account funded projects were completed in 2023. By way of these completed
projects, Adoption Account grantees assisted 2,893 participants in subscribing to low-cost Internet,
provided broadband access to 4,857 participants, and provided a minimum eight hours of digital literacy
training to 1,179 participants.

Broadband Consortia Account:

Awarded 15 grants in January 2023 from the June 1, 2022, cycle to Consortia applicants in Resolution T-
17778, in the amount of $10,333,173.

Broadband Public Housing Account:

Awarded grants to 37 projects for 11 applicants in fifteen counties serving 1,814 units, totaling
$1,982,450.

Seven Public Housing Account funded projects were completed in 2023; 6 infrastructure projects which
wired up 206 residential units, and one adoption project provided digital literacy training to 158
residents.

Tribal Technical Assistance:

e Awarded seven grants to seven Tribes, including three Tribes new to the program, totaling $1,019,900
for feasibility studies, market studies, and business plans.

Broadband Mapping:

e The Broadband Mapping team issued the Annual Broadband Data Request to collect broadband data as
of December 31, 2023, and collected deployment and subscription data at the location level from 173
Internet service providers. Furthermore, the CPUC maintains and updates a statewide, publicly
accessible, and interactive map showing the accessibility of broadband service in California.

Electronic Claims and Applications Portal:

e On September 26, 2023, the CASF deployed the Electronic Claims and Applications Portal (eCAP), a
web portal for CASF grantees to submit payment requests to the CPUC.

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Intfroduction

The goal of the CASF is to encourage deployment of high-quality advanced communications services to all
Californians, which will promote economic growth, job creation, and the substantial social benefits of

advanced information and communications technologies. CASF consists of the following active accounts

and programs:

The Broadband Infrastructure Grant Account (Infrastructure Account) provides grants to deploy
broadband to unserved households.

The Line Extension Program (LEP) provides grants to individual low-income households or property
owners to offset the costs of connecting to an existing or proposed facility-based broadband provider.

The Tribal Technical Assistance (T'TA) provides grants to Tribes to develop market studies, feasibility
studies and business plans to pursue improved communications.

The Rural and Urban Regional Broadband Consortia Account (Consortia Account) provides grants to
regional consortia to facilitate the deployment of broadband infrastructure by assisting CASF
infrastructure grant applicants in the project development or grant application process or assisting
broadband deployment projects related to programs created under Senate Bill (SB) 156 and Assembly
Bill (AB) 164.

The Broadband Adoption Account (Adoption Account) provides grants to increase publicly available or
after-school broadband access and digital inclusion, such as digital literacy training programs.

The Broadband Public Housing Account (Public Housing Account) provides broadband connectivity

grants to “low-income communities” which includes, but is not limited to, publicly supported housing
developments, farmworker housing, and other housing developments or mobile home parks with low-
income residents, as determined by the CPUC.

The Federal Funding Account (FFA) provides grants for last mile broadband infrastructure projects to
connect unserved and underserved Californians with high-speed broadband service.’

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Legislation in 2023 Modifying the CASF

In October 2023, AB 286 (Broadband infrastructure: mapping) was signed into law, modifying the statute

that requires the CPUC to maintain and update a statewide, publicly accessible, and interactive Map. The
CPUC’s Map is called the California Interactive Broadband Map, and the bill necessitates changes, including:

The Map must identify, for each address in the state, each provider of broadband services that offers
service at the address and the maximum speed of broadband services offered.

The Map must contain five new features to collect new public feedback information, obtain consent to
make this information publicly available, and display this information at the address level.

The Map must have a feature to allow users to submit a verified speed test at their location.

The CPUC must validate the new public feedback collected before using it as evidence in a proceeding.

Plans for 2024

The CPUC will set forth funding allocations for Fiscal Year (FY) 2024-25 for the CASF accounts.®

The CPUC will conduct a CASF workshop in April 2024 to consult with regional consortia,
stakeholders, local governments, the federal government, existing facility-based broadband providers,
and consumers regarding unserved areas of the state and cost-effective strategies for expanding access to

broadband.

For the Line Extension Program, the CPUC will revise program rules and guidelines previously set in
D.19-04-022. Staff will also administer the $1,770,748 grant to construct the Southside Road Project.

For the Public Housing Account, the CPUC will implement the expansion of program eligibility and
verification requirements for other housing developments and mobile home parks with low-income
residents per the CASF Rulemaking 20-08-021. It will also hold an application window beginning on
January 1, 2024, through July 1, 2024. The new rules, Decision (D). 24-03-021, will be implemented in
the July 1, 2024, round.

For the Adoption Account, an application window will be held on July 1, 2024.

For the Consortia Account, staff will implement the 15 grants approved in Resolution T-17778. These
grants will facilitate the deployment of broadband services by assisting CASF infrastructure grant
applicants in the project development or grant application process or assisting broadband deployment
projects related to programs created under SB 156 and AB 164.

TTA will continue to accept applications quarterly until funds are exhausted. In addition, the CPUC
issued a draft Decision proposing various program rules and guidelines changes, including expanding
the list of eligible activities, increasing the total grant amount to $250,000 per Tribe per FY, and

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requiring any technical assistance for a broadband infrastructure project must reliably meet or exceed 25
megabits per second download and 3 megabits per second upload.
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Overview and Financial Information

This section provides an overview of the CASF financial information including revenues, amount of funds
expended, and fund balance from inception of the program in 2008 through FY 2022-23, i.e. July 1, 2022, to
June 30, 2023. It also provides information about the areas that remain unserved and information on
broadband adoption levels, as required by Pub. Util. Code section 914.7 subsections (a) and (g).

On May 19, 2022, the CPUC adopted D.22-05-029 approving a total CASF program budget and subaccount
budget allocations for FY 2022-2023.” ' Table 2 presents the allocated subaccount budgets and the amount
of grants awarded in FY 2022-23.

Financial Information

The CPUC records and tracks CASF financial activities in the Financial Information System for California
(FI$Cal), which is an information technology system for accounting, budget, and cash management for all
state agencies. Financial information presented in tables below is based on data maintained in FI$Cal in
accordance with the applicable laws, regulations, policies, procedures, and instructions.

Table 4 presents funds expended by CASF as of June 30, 2023. Expenses in Table 4 are grouped into three

major categories:

e Local Assistance includes funds distributed to grantees for awarded grants;

e State Operations of the CPUC include operating expenses for the administration of CASF including

staff salaries and benefits, travel, training, consultant services, and administrative overhead costs, etc.;

and

e Other State Agencies’ Operations include pro-rated statewide general administrative expenses,

supplemental pension payments, and other expenses etc.

In FY 2022-23, CASF expended $25.081 million of funds and an accumulated total of $273.694 million
since inception of the program as presented in Table 4.

As of December 31, 2023, the interim surcharge rate and distribution percentages adopted in D.22-10-021
remained in effect. Therefore, based on this interim surcharge rate, the forecasted revenue generated for the
CASF program is approximately $91 million for Fiscal Year 2023-24. However, the structural changes to the
surcharge mechanism are forecasted to lead to higher collected amounts, enabling the CPUC to collect the
full statutory limit of $150 million per year to fund CASF programs.

Served and Unserved Areas of the State

Pub. Util. Code section 281 defines an unserved household as 96.57 percent of Cadlifornia

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data available as of June 30, 2023, indicate that 96.57 percent of California households have access to fixed
(witeline and fixed wireless) broadband setvice at speeds of 25/3 Mbps and above.

The Federal Communication Commission (FCC) collects data from broadband providers pursuant to a
biannual data request it sends to known providers of broadband setrvice in the United States.” In
November 2022, the FCC began publishing a location-based broadband map and moved away from census-
block level reporting. While the FCC has not published its validation method, it is continuing to improve
the data through the challenge process."” Data published on the FCC National Broadband Map™ relies on
provider data and sometimes reflects higher levels of coverage and speeds than what is actually deployed.

This year’s CASF Annual Report relies on FCC data because of better granularity and a more recent dataset.
The CPUC will continue to develop ways to improve broadband data reporting and visualization, including
our improvements to validation techniques.

Broadband Availability in Rural and Urban Areas of the State

Table 8 below provides percentages of served and unserved households in California from the FCC’s
National Broadband Map. The table splits the percentages of served and unserved households using 2020
U.S. Census Bureau urban/rural designation. The numbers reflect all terrestrial broadband service as of June
30, 2023.*" Terrestrial broadband service includes all wired and all fixed wireless providers but excludes
satellite providers. It shows that 83.96 percent of rural households have access to broadband at or above
25/3 Mbps speeds, whereas 97.58 percent of households in urban areas have access at or above 25/3 Mbps.
For speeds at or above 100/20 Mbps, 69.03 percent of rural households have access, wheteas 96.80 percent
of households in urban areas have access. The data show that the Digital Divide between rural and urban
areas widens as the speeds increase.

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Progress in Meeting Broadband Deployment Goals

Table 9 below provides percentages of served and unserved households for each Consortia region in
California. The numbers reflect all terrestrial broadband service as of June 30, 2023 from the FCC’s data.
Served housceholds receive broadband speeds of at least 25/3 Mbps ot above, while unserved households
receive speeds less than 25/3 Mbps. Priority unserved households receive speeds less than 10/1 Mbps.

The table shows that there are twelve Consortia regions where less than 98 percent of households have
access to broadband at or above 25/3 Mbps, whereas five Consortia regions where mote than 98 percent of
households have access to broadband at or above 25/3 Mbps.

As noted above, this year’s CASF Annual Report relies on FCC data because of better granularity and a
more recent dataset. The FCC’s National Broadband Map data at the county-level was aggregated into their
Consortia. The table does not show Tahoe Basin Consortia because it is located with Placer and El Dorado
County and nested within the Gold Country Consortia. Data published on FCC National Broadband Map
relies on provider data and sometimes reflects higher levels of coverage and speeds than what is actually
deployed. The CPUC will continue to develop ways to improve broadband data reporting and visualization,
including our improvements to validation techniques.

The table on the following page provides broadband
adoption levels for each county using FCC deployment
data as of June 30, 2023, and CPUC subscriber data as of
December 31, 2022. This year’s CASF Annual Report
relies on CPUC subscriber data because the FCC does not
make subscriber data publicly available. The CPUC
collects data from broadband providers pursuant to an
annual data request the Communications Division sends
to known providers of broadband service in California.
Subscription data collected from providers at the address
level is aggregated to the county level for the purposes of
displaying adoption of broadband service in the below
table. Providers report adoption levels as part of their
submission as consumer connections”, instead of

households.

The broadband adoption rate is defined as the percentage
of consumer fixed broadband access connections over
the total households offered broadband Internet access
service. The table shows a statewide broadband adoption
rate of 70.82 percent. The data show that additional
barriers to broadband access may exist beyond just
infrastructure deployment. Sierra is the only county that

exceeds an adoption rate of 100 percent due to the number of households offered broadband Internet

service versus consumer connection. According to the FCC data, there are only 191 households that were
offered broadband Internet setvices at speeds of at least 25/3 Mbps, which translates to only 7.4 percent of
all households in Sierra County. However, the CPUC collected more than 191 consumer connections at
25/3 Mbps in Sierra County. Both these numbers will fluctuate over time.

Map 2 depicts broadband adoption by county at minimum speeds of 25/3 Mbps using FCC data as of June

30, 2023, and CPUC data as December 31, 2022.

An estimated
13,025 potential households will have-access to broadband from the payments to projects that are listed in
the following table. The grantees for projects approved after November 2022 will waive installation fees and
provide service at the fixed monthly subscription rate (per the application) for a minimum of five years.”

C. Total Infrastructure Projects Awarded Since 2008

The CPUC has awarded $298,620,014 to fund 96 broadband infrastructure projects (not including 44
withdrawn projects totaling approximately $168 million) since the beginning of the program in 2008 through
December 31, 2023. The 96 completed and active projects include last-mile, hybrid and middle-mile projects
that provide (or will provide) broadband access to an estimated 319,723 potential households. **

D. Rural Digital Opportunity Fund

Pub. Util. Code, section 914.7 (m) requires the CPUC to provide “[a]dditional details on efforts to leverage
non-California Advanced Services Fund moneys.” In 2021, the CPUC published rules for the CASF-Rural
Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF) “Kicker” Funding Initiative and the “Nearby” RDOF-Funded Project
Initiative s in 1D.21-01-003. The Decision also set program rules and solicited applications for CASF funding
to supplement up to $2 billion under the Federal Communications Commission’s Rural Digital Opportunity
Fund (RDOF) program. The CPUC did not provide any CASF-RDOF grants in 2023.

E. Line Extension Program

The Line Extension Program (LEP) is a program within the Broadband Infrastructure Grant Account that
subsidizes the cost of connecting an individual household or property to an existing or proposed facility-
based broadband provider.”’ The program was established by AB 1665, which provided a total funding
allocation of $5 million and was implemented by Decision 19-04-022.

The CPUC approved funding for two projects in 2023 for a total of $1,773,323.

In January 2023, staff provided ministerial approval for an LEP grant to extend service to a low-income
resident’s home in Grass Valley in the amount of $2,574.61. Comcast Corporation, the service provider
completed the project on March 20, 2023.

On March 15, 2023, staff received a grant application from South Valley Internet to provide funding for the
Southside Road Project to bring broadband at speeds of 1 gigabit per second (Gbps) symmetrical (download
and upload) to 194 households serving 740 residents, including 130 school-aged children currently enrolled
in the public school system. The CPUC voted unanimously to approve funding for the Southside Road
project on August 31, 2023.

F. Infrastructure Account Benefits

CASF Infrastructure Account grantees were asked to report data on job creation and socioeconomic
benefits related to 71 of their associated projects.”” The Infrastructure Account received data responses for
45 of the projects™in response to questions related to job creation. The grantees reported that 59% of their
projects aimed to create jobs and 36% of their projects plan to stimulate additional job creation initiatives.
Regarding the socioeconomic benefits of their projects, the percentages of grantees that assisted customers
with access to various services are as follows:

e Educational Resources — 91%

e Health Services — 93%

e  Government Services — 93%

e Secure Access to Internet — 87%

e Connect to others through the Internet — 84%

e Health Services — 91% of grantees noted that they assisted customers with

These responses highlight the significant role of CASF grantees in providing essential resources and
fostering connections within communities.

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Rural and Urban Regional Broadband
Consortia Grant Account

The Consortia Account provides grants to eligible consortia to facilitate broadband deployment by assisting
CASF infrastructure grant applicants in the project development or grant application process or assisting
broadband deployment projects related to programs created under SB 156 and AB 164.* On May 19, 2022,
the CPUC adopted D.22-05-029, which made programmatic changes to the Consortia Account including
allocating $10.71 million in funding for FY2023-24.% The Decision also modified Consortia Account rules,
including expansion of allowable consortia activities, increasing the annual maximum funding cap, and
clarifying consortia regional boundary requirements. Since the account’s inception, the CPUC has awarded
consortia grants in six solicitations - in 2011, 2016, 2019, 2020, 2021, and 2022. Map 1 of this report
illustrates the distribution of the 16 consortia regions both currently and previously funded by county.*

The CASF funds the following consortia activities consistent with Pub. Util. Code section 281:%

e Collaborating with the CPUC and other state agencies to engage regional consortia, local officials,
Internet service providers, stakeholders, and consumers regarding priority areas and cost-effective
strategies to achieve the broadband access goal.

e Identifying potential CASF infrastructure projects or potential broadband deployment projects related to
new programs created under SB 156 and AB 164, along with other opportunities, where providers can
expand and improve their infrastructure and service offerings to achieve the goal of reaching 98 percent
broadband deployment in each consortia region.

e Assisting potential CASF infrastructure applicants or potential applicants for broadband deployment
projects related to the new programs created under SB 156 and AB 164 in the project development or
grant application process.

e Conducting activities that will lead to or that can be reasonably expected to lead to CASF infrastructure
projects or broadband deployment projects related to new programs created under SB 156 and AB 164,
including but not limited to the following examples of allowable activities:

»  Supporting project permitting activities.

. Consortia Account Benefits

For awards granted in 2023, the disbursements to consortia groups were for the following activities:

Collaborating with the CPUC, and other state agencies to engage regional consortia, local officials, ISPs,
stakeholders, and consumers regarding priority areas and cost-effective strategies to achieve the
broadband access goal.

Identifying potential CASF infrastructure projects or potential broadband deployment projects related to
new programs created under SB 156 and AB 164, along with other opportunities, where ISPs can
expand and improve their infrastructure and service offerings to achieve the goal of reaching 98%
broadband deployment in each consortia region.

Assisting potential CASF infrastructure applicants or potential applicants for broadband deployment
projects related to the new programs created under SB 156 and AB 164 in the project development or
grant application process.

Conducting activities that will lead to or that can be reasonably expected to lead to CASF infrastructure
projects or broadband deployment projects related to new programs created under SB 156 and AB 164,
including the Federal Funding Account, Middle-Mile, Broadband Loan Loss Reserve, and Local Agency
Technical Assistance.

Assisting the CPUC in publicizing requests for wireline testing volunteers in areas, as needed.
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To assess the Consortia Account output, staff sent consortia grantees a data request on December 22, 2023,
requesting information about outcomes of consortia deployment efforts in 2023. The following provides a
summary of the responses.

e Ten active consortia grantees responded detailing their efforts in deployment, as shown in Attachment
B.

e Of the 12 consortia grantees that responded, 11 consortia grantees reported that they worked on
potential CASF broadband deployment projects in 2023.

1. Consortia Account Performance Metrics

Grantees were asked to report data on job creation and socioeconomic benefits related to their associated
projects.*’ The Consortia Account received ten complete data request submissions. Of the submissions,
50% reported that their projects aimed to create jobs. In relation to job creation, 40% of grantees have
future plans to stimulate additional job creation initiatives. Additionally, grantees were asked about the
socioeconomic benefits of their projects. Of the submissions, 80% helped participants access educational
resources, 70% helped participants access health services, 80% helped participants access government
services, 80% helped participants access the Internet securely, and 70% helped participants to connect to
others through the Internet.

The following table summarizes Consortia Account broadband deployment performance metrics as
reported by grantees," including the number of CASF line extension applications submitted, the number of
CASF infrastructure applications submitted, and priority areas identified in 2023. In 2023, consortia grantees
continued to facilitate the deployment of broadband services by identifying priority areas and assisting
potential CASF broadband deployment projects.

The Adoption Account provides funding for two types of projects:

e Digital Inclusion: Projects providing digital literacy training and public education to communities with
limited broadband adoption including low-income communities, senior communities, and communities
facing socioeconomic barriers to broadband adoption.

e Broadband Access: Projects providing free broadband access in community training rooms or other
public space, such as local government centers, senior centers, schools, public libraries, non-profit
organizations, and community-based organizations, as well as funding community outreach, such as
analysis, comparison of Internet plans and call centers that will increase broadband access and adoption.

The CPUC issued D.22-05-029, which allocated $20.024 million for FY 2022-2023 for the Adoption
Account. For FY 2023-2024, the CPUC issued Resolution T-17782, which allocated $20.24 million for the
Adoption Account.

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A. Adoption Grants Awarded in 2023

In 2023, the CPUC approved via ministerial review 95 projects submitted in the January and July 2023
application windows. Of the 95 grants approved, 94 were accepted. Additionally, the CPUC approved 34
projects submitted in the July 2022, January 2023, and July 2023 application windows via resolutions.* Of
the 34 grants approved, 31 were accepted.

Altogether, 125 grants were accepted, totaling $23,262,426 in funding. The following table provides a
summary of the approved and accepted projects in 2023.

C. Adoption Account Benefits

The Adoption Account benefits can be expressed as the
number of people receiving training through the digital
literacy projects and the number of people provided
broadband access through the broadband access
projects. Staff sent grantees data requests to identify the
number of people who have benefited from projects.®
A summary of the data collected is provided below.
These numbers will continue to increase as most of the
projects are still in progress.
1) Digital Literacy: 37,588 people completed eight
hours or more of digital literacy training and 17,467

new broadband subscriptions from the 337 in Figure 6: human-i-t digital literacy training.
progress or completed projects awarded as of
December 31, 2023.

2) Broadband Access: 122,408 people were provided broadband access and 10,672 new broadband
subscriptions from the 40 in progress or completed projects awarded as of December 31, 2023.

3) Broadband Call Center: 18,360 new broadband subscriptions resulted from 26 in progress or
completed projects awarded as of December 31, 2023.

Grantees were also asked about job creation and, more generally, socioeconomic benefits. Out of the

* Grantees

responses for 233 projects, approximately 9% responded that the project aimed to create jobs.
reported that 88 jobs were created due to funded activities out of a projected 120 jobs. For example, the
International Rescue Committee - San Jose Office is implementing a grant, which was awarded in April
2023, named “Digital Inclusion for School and Careers” with a focus on the needs of low-income refugee,
asylee, and immigrant residents and is inclusive of preparing participants for the job market. Although a low
number of projects had a specific goal to create jobs, approximately 64% reported providing training

programs to enhance workforce skills.

Grantees were also asked about socioeconomic benefits for their funded projects. Of the 223 projects for
which responses were provided, 98% helped participants access educational resources, 79% helped
participants access health services, 95% helped participants access government services, 98% helped

D. Total Adoption Account Projects Awarded

Since CASF’s Adoption Account inception in 2017 through December 31, 2023, the CPUC has approved a
total of 337 Adoption Account digital literacy projects, 39 Adoption Account broadband access projects,
and 26 call center projects throughout California. Of the digital literacy projects approved, 64 are
completed and 273 are in progress. Of the 39 broadband access projects approved, 25 are completed and
14 are in progress. Of the 26 call center projects approved, four are completed and 22 are in progress.

The Public Housing Account provides grants and loans to build
broadband networks offering free broadband service for
residents of low-income communities. SB 156 revised the Public
Housing Account to provide grants and loans to finance
projects to connect broadband networks offering free

broadband service for residents of low-income communities
including but not limited to, publicly supported housing
developments, farmworker housing, and other housing
developments or mobile home parks with low-income residents,
as determined by the CPUC.

a Staff Proposal proposing modifications to the Public Housing Account rules and guidelines. On March 7,
2024, the CPUC approved the modifications to the Public Housing Account and issued D. 24-03-021. The
modifications to the rules include expanding eligibility of “other housing developments” and mobile home
parks with low-income residents, expanding project eligibility and the scope of costs eligible for
reimbursement in low-income communities that lack access to free broadband service.

The following sections detail the Public Housing Account grants awarded and funds expended in 2023.
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A. Public Housing Grants Awarded in 2023

In 2023, the CPUC held two application cycles for the Public Housing Account and received 45
applications. Of the 45 applications, 8 applications were withdrawn. The table below highlights the 37
applications that were approved in 2023.

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C. Public Housing Account Benefits

1. Infrastructure Projects

Prior to D. 22-05-029, the 307 completed infrastructure projects (out of 322 awarded) provide free
broadband connectivity to 20,443 public housing units, at an average cost of $422 per housing unit.*® These
completed projects are expected to provide residents with Internet service speeds of at least 6 Mbps
downstream and 1.5 Mbps upstream.

All projects approved after 2022 are required to provide free broadband connectivity and provide residents
with Internet service speeds at an increased rate of 25 Mbps downstream and 3 Mbps upstream.

The Public Housing Account subsidizes project costs for inside wiring installation and equipment required
for inside network (both wired and wireless) construction; maintenance or operational costs such as the
ongoing cost of an ISP circuit are not subsidized.

In 2023, 6 completed infrastructure projects approved under the 22-05-029 rules (out of 56 awarded from
2022 and 2023) provide free broadband connectivity to 206 public housing units, at an average cost of
$1,350 per housing unit.

2. Adoption Projects

The table below summarizes previously funded Public Housing Account adoption project participation and
costs. The 116 completed adoption projects (out of 128 awarded) provided digital literacy training to 5,612
public housing residents (the total resident population for all completed project locations is 23,851). The
total average cost is $577 per resident trained. Grantees are required to provide project outcomes including
the number of residents trained and the number of residents trained who subscribe to broadband. Of those
who completed the digital literacy training, 86 percent subscribe to broadband.

3. Data Request

In an effort to gather information on the socioeconomic benefits of funded projects, grantees were
requested to respond to a data request to provide information related to the impact of their funded project.
Grantees were asked if their residents had been impacted in any of the following ways:*

e Increasing employment prospects
e Accessing educational resources

e Accessing health services

e Accessing government services

e Accessing the Internet securely

e Learning how to connect to others.

Staff sent out data requests to 56 past grantees and received 7 responses which represented a total of 122

projects.

Grantees were asked about job creation and, more generally, socioeconomic benefits. Out of the responses
for 122 projects, approximately 3% responded that the project aimed to create jobs. Grantees reported that
10 jobs were created due to funded activities out of a projected 23 jobs. Sixteen percent reported that
training programs were provided to enhance workforce skills.

Grantees were also asked about socioeconomic benefits for their funded projects. Of the 122 projects for
which responses were provided, 98% helped participants access educational resources, 100% helped
participants access health services, 93% helped participants access government services, 84% helped
participants access the Internet securely, and 84% helped participants connect to others through the
Internet.

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D. Total Public Housing Account Projects Awarded

Since 2015, the CPUC has approved a total of 341 Public Housing Account infrastructure projects and 128
Public Housing Account adoption projects throughout California.””*" Of the 341 infrastructure projects
approved, 322 were approved in the application cycles between 2015 and 2022. Of the 322 infrastructure
projects approved, 307 are completed and 15 are in progress (these projects were delayed due to the
COVID-19 safety restrictions). Of the 128 adoption projects approved, 116 are completed and 13 are in
progress. The projects in progress were often paused and picked up again due to COVID-19 safety
restrictions as common areas used for on-site instruction closed and some projects have had to shift to
virtual training methods.

Since the program’s inception, 67 grants have been awarded to 36 tribes
for a total funding allocation of approximately $5,819,750.

B. Tribal Technical Assistance Program Benefits

These grants were designed to advance the goals of Pub. Util. Code section 281 by providing technical
assistance to California Tribes to develop market studies, feasibilities studies, and/or business plans which
support Tribes in their pursuit of improved communications. Each approved applicant has attested to
advancing the CASF program goals and other program criteria as specified in D. 20-08-005.>

Served as an ongoing consultation and information resource for local agency staff as new programs
rolled out to address mapping and eligibility for various CPUC programs, including changes in mapping
from census tracts to location-based, and helped identify potential project areas for CASF and FFA
applications. Provided information on state and other permitting best practices and guides.
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Collaborated with the CPUC, California Dept. of Technology (CDT) and the California Emerging
Technology Fund (CETF) to organize and host the California Broadband for All Digital Equity and
Broadband Digital Equity, Access, and Deployment (BEAD) planning workshop for the Greater
Sacramento region on May 11, 2023, as one of 17 regional workshops held across the state. The event
involved extensive planning and engagement with local elected officials, ISPs, community partners and
residents and provided the opportunity for more than 160 participants to contribute input on regional
needs and priorities for the State’s BEAD and Digital Equity Plans being submitted to NTIA. The
information from the proceedings was disseminated by CCABC and updates were provided to the
community on the progress of the state planning processes. CCABC staff also participated in CDT
outcomes work groups.

Provided broadband deployment and adoption information on a regular basis to local jurisdictions, utilities,
anchor institutions including K-12 and higher education, SACOG, ISPs, nonprofits, and other community
partners. This informational outreach included: CPUC’s CASF and FFA funding programs, mapping
resources, and eligibility requirements; updates on state planning initiatives including BEAD, Digital Equity
Plan, and Middle Mile deployment; and meetings of the CPUC, CDT, California Broadband Council,
Middle Mile Advisory Committee, Caltrans, and GO-Biz. Topical areas included the state’s Local
Permitting Playbook; BEAD /Digital Equity Plan stakeholder input process; the Affordable Connectivity
Program enrollment tracker and progress across the region; and resources of the CDT Broadband for All
website. Communications methods included CCABC’s monthly E-Connection newsletter reaching 1,700
subscribers; the Valley Vision e-newsletter reaching over 11,000 subscribers; various workshops and
meetings with external partners; and Valley Vision’s Capital Region Coalition for Digital Inclusion quarterly
meetings. We conducted special outreach for the California Digital Equity Survey and DEEM tool for
CDT. Technical memos were also prepared and disseminated to regional stakeholders on topics such as
CASF and FFA funding opportunities.

Met on an ongoing basis with ISPs including Comcast, AT&T, Frontier, Verizon, Cal.Net and Astound,
and infrastructure developer Crown Castle and facilitated their interaction with jurisdictions. These
discussions focused on understanding local jurisdiction infrastructure project priorities, state funding
opportunities and mapping issues; reviewing potential deployment plans and middle-mile assets of ISPs;
and assisting with CASF and FFA applications, including verifying priorities, providing letters of support,
and connecting ISPs with local jurisdictions and community stakeholders. A total of seven applications
were submitted in June, ,2023 for the CASF program, totaling almost $13 million in requested grant funds,
that, if approved, would provide last-mile infrastructure to slightly more than 5,000 unserved or
underserved locations. A total of 37 infrastructure applications were submitted by providers, the City of
Sacramento, and the Golden State Connect Authority for the FFA program in September 2023. FFA
applications requests totaled more than $361 million for the four CCABC counties, exceeding the state’s
allocation of approximately $114 million.

Continued to work closely with the city of Isleton, an unserved city with unique challenges being located in
the Delta, along with Sacramento County, Yolo County, and the Delta Protection Commission, to find a
wireless solution to improve connectivity. Coordination included assistance for ISP Cal.Net to identify a
funding source to utilize city assets for deployment and connecting with U.S. Economic Development
Administration (EDA) as a possible funding source. The City is proceeding with the first phase of the
project with Cal.Net and exploring possible future CASF funding for the second phase through deployment
of new wireless technologies.

Coordinated with Sacramento County on potential infrastructure projects and leveraging of county assets
such as towers, antennas, and rights of way. Also connected the County with EDA to explore planning
grant funding since the County was not able to secure LATA funding due to lack of funding availability.
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Ultimately, the County procured consulting services to collaborate with the City of Sacramento to facilitate
county-wide planning and asset sharing, and also submitted grant applications to California Office of
Emergency Services for emergency services and public safety projects. Also supported the City of
Sacramento in its broadband planning effort funded by LATA.

e Supported the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA), the City of Sacramento and
Leataata Floyd Elementary School to implement an innovative CBRS (Citizens Broadband Radio Service)
project to connect this underserved community of more than 700 public housing units to the Internet.
CCABC worked with SHRA and the city to secure $1.4 million in city ARPA funds to scale up a pilot. The
project will provide free Internet access to residents for 5 years, starting in early 2024, and is a model to
reach highly underserved high need/high poverty residents in an urban neighborhood, CCABC received a
$50,000 grant in December 2023 to provide free computers to in-need residents and support Leataata Floyd
to set up a resource center for parents to receive digital literacy training.

e Supported California State University, Sacramento in implementing a new $3 million Connecting Minority
Communities grant received from NTITA to train students as digital navigators and place them in nonprofits
aiding underserved communities.

LA DEAL helped community stakeholders understand and engage in opportunities and resources to
advance their broadband infrastructure efforts by co-hosting technical assistance workshops throughout the
year with discussions that covered topics such as the Local Agency Technical Assistance Program, Federal
Funding Account, the California Interactive Broadband Map, Loan Loss Reserve Fund, and emerging
developments with federal and state broadband infrastructure funding.

Southern Border Broadband Consortium (SBBC)

In 2023, Southern Border Broadband Consortium (SBBC) participated in planning meetings and
community forums throughout the year to ensure that broadband infrastructure needs were included in the
overall proposal for our region. SBBC also met with Internet service providers such as AT&T and Frontier
to discuss issues and constraints and possible solutions for the region. Discussed the difficulty of reaching
the rural regions where these ISPs do not operate and working to find a solution to connect those rural
communities. Also briefed the ISPs on the benefits of long-term investment in identified priority areas,
including projected growth in households and businesses in each area.

The SBBC attended regular meetings with the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG)
regarding the Regional Digital Infrastructure Taskforce and SoCal Transformational meetings. Discussions
were held to partner broadband updates and share projects. Best practices for permitting, construction, and
more were also discussed to work towards our common goals.

The SBBC utilized reports on priority areas that were created using survey data in meetings with ISPs and
with regional partners in broadband deployment. We regularly participated in weekly, monthly, and
quarterly meetings with county offices of education, Imperial Valley Telecommunications Authority and the
BorderLink, and local government. SBBC improved community awareness of regional BEAD planning and
opportunities to voice regional priorities and concerns. The areas included residential, low-income family
areas, under-funded school districts, and areas lacking healthcare facilities: Salton City, Niland, Calipatria,
Ocotillo, Borrego Springs, Julian, Seeley, and more.

The SBBC held a broadband session during the California Economic Summit. The session was attended by
regional and local businesses, local government, and members of the community. During the session,
information regarding the efforts of the organization, addressing available programs, and how to increase
the effectiveness of our efforts. We also received input from the public to implement their concerns into
our scope of work.

In April, SBBC hosted a regional broadband planning workshop to discuss the digital divide and included a
presentation by the California Public Utility Committee representatives. Dozens of council members,
organizations, government officials, and businesses from the San Diego and Imperial region attended our
workshop and provided valuable insight on the program. The regional Broadband Equity, Adoption, and
Deployment meeting received feedback through a Q&A session about MMBI, FFA, and tribal deployment
funding opportunities.

SBBC hosted sessions in the Imperial Valley and San Diego regions for the Affordable Connectivity
Program (ACP). Regular meetings were held to discuss new effective practices in achieving high enrollment
in the Imperial Valley and San Diego communities. The SBBC distributed flyers to the community and
newsletters through email to promote enrollment events. Marketing efforts proved successful for ACP as
we reached over 90% enrollment in the Imperial Valley to end the 2023 calendar year.
