R.22-07-005
Order Instituting Rulemaking to Advance Demand Flexibility Through Electric Rates.

Ratesetting Comr. Alice Reynolds - Judge Wang

PROPOSED OUTCOME:

* Implements the requirements of Assembly Bill (AB) 205, Stats. 2022, Ch. 61 to (a) authorize all investor-owned electric
utilities to change the structure of residential customer bills by shifting the recovery of a portion of fixed costs from volumetric
rates to an income-graduated fixed charge without changing the total costs that utilities may recover from customers, and (b)
adjust the large electric utilities’ methodology for calculating the average effective discount for California Alternate Rates for
Energy.

» Directs Pacific Gas and Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company, and San Diego Gas & Electric Company to
begin to implement income-graduated fixed charges in the fourth quarter of 2025 and the first quarter of 2026.

» Adopts a settlement agreement regarding income-graduated fixed charges between Bear Valley Electric Service, Inc., Liberty
Utilities, PacificCorp d/b/a Pacific Power, and the Public Advocates Office at the California Public Utilities Commission, with
exceptions to ensure compliance with statutory requirements.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS:

» This decision would ensure compliance with statutory requirements to provide bill savings to a low-income customer with
average electricity usage in each baseline territory without making any changes to usage. Lower bills for low-income
customers will reduce the potential for disconnections of service that jeopardize safety.

« This decision would result in a new residential billing structure that would encourage customers to adopt electric vehicles and
electric appliances. California seeks to electrify homes and transportation to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and
associated climate impacts that jeopardize safety.

ESTIMATED COST:
« This decision would approve a total of $35.6 million in implementation costs for the large utilities.

The Settlement directed PG&E to provide $30
million in ratepayer funding to provide a wilderness
experience for urban youth, especially
disadvantaged urban youth, and to acquire and
maintain urban parks and recreation areas.
